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POLICE ENTRANCE EXAM — ADD 1

To take the test, applicants must be 21 by June 30, 2006, and present a valid driver’s
license along with a $20 cash-only fee at the time of application. The fee payment for
online applications will be collected at the test site on the day of testing. No person

may be appointed as a probationary police officer after his or her 40" birthday.

Interested applicants also must have earned at least 60 semester hours or 90 quarter
hours of college credit prior to August 31, 20086, in order to take the test. Also
acceptable are applicants with four years of continuous active duty in the U.S. armed
forces, as well as those who have earned 30 semester hours or 45 quarter hours of
college credit and who have one year of continuous active duty in the U.S. armed

forces.
