About This Crime

e On Saturday, August 31,2024, at approximately 4:01 p.m., a 7-year-old female
juvenile was riding her scooter on the sidewalk southbound in the 4100 block of
North Marmora Avenue. She was approached by a male who exited a white van
approximately in the middle of the block. The offender confronted the victim and told
her “I'm going to take you”. The victim gets off her scooter and ran northbound on
Marmora Avenue away from the offender. The victim did not engage him in
conversation. The victim ran and fled from the offender. The white van drove
northbound on Marmora Ave and turned westbound onto Berteau Avenue.

About The Offender
¢ The offender was described as a male, White, with Blue eyes. No visible tattoos or
piercings. Last seen wearing an all black ski mask, black shirt, black pants and black
shoes. Exited a white colored van with windows on the rear and windows on the side
of the van.

What You Can Do

e Be aware of this situation and alert your neighbors.

e Call 911 to report any suspicious persons, vehicles or activity in your neighborhood.

¢ Do not let children walk alone. Identify safe havens along your child's route to school,
such as businesses or trusted neighbors.

¢ Warn young teens who are walking to pick up siblings and other family to refrain from
cellphone and other electronics usage and be aware and alert of surroundings, area
and strangers
