What you can do:

¢ Always be aware of your surroundings.

e Forrideshare drivers, be aware if person you are picking up does not match
the requestor or exact address given. Wearing a face mask itself may be for
medical reasons, but someone hiding all facial features to possibly avoid
identification is concerning.

¢ Do notsitin vehicle in any area that could be easily approached without
notice.

¢ Do not allow yourself to be distracted by cell phone or devices while seated in
vehicle.

e Report suspicious activity immediately

e Remember any unique physical characteristics (scars, limps, acne, teeth,
tattoos, etc.)

e Never pursue a fleeing assailant, provide any identifying information to the

police
If approached by a witness to the incident, request contact information
If possible, Dial 9-1-1 immediately and remain on-scene if safe to do so.
Purchase an after-market tracker and hide it inside of your vehicle
Know your vehicle information and license plate to provide immediately if
necessary.
