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Detectives Ask for Help in Identifying Owners of Stolen Property

CHICAGO - During a recent investigation into a string of burglaries committed in the 19" (Town
Hall) and 20" (Lincoln) Districts, Chicago Police recovered numerous unclaimed items, all
believed to be stolen, including cameras, laptops and jewelry.

However, the below listed items remain unclaimed and Area North
detectives continue to seek their rightful owners.
