Wanted for Residential Burglary
22" District (Morgan Park)

About This Crime:

This alert gives notice to residents of the Morgan Park (22nd) District of three
recent burglary incidents that occurred in the Beverly neighborhood. An
unknown offender has been targeting apartment buildings located on the 10400
block of South Hale. The offender makes entry into apartment by using a pry tool
and forces open the front door. Once inside, the offender proceeds to steal
various items from within. Incidents occur during daytime work hours.

Consider the installation of an alarm or surveillance system.

Keep gates locked and yard fences secure.

Keep a record of serial numbers for your electronics.

Keep a photographic record or jewelry items.

Notify a neighbor, friend, or relative, if you are planning to be out of town
Be aware of this situation and alert neighbors in the area about this crime.
Call 911 immediately and provide a detailed description of any suspicious people
including any vehicle description and license plate information.
