 Armed Robbery 

19th District (Town Hall) 
 

About the Crime: 
This alert gives notice of two recent incidents in which businesses were robbed. 
These incidents occurred within the boundaries of the 19th District. In these 
robberies, two male black offenders enter the business, and one of the males 
displays a handgun to the store employee. The offenders then remove money from 
the register and take cigarettes from the business. 
 
Incident Times and Locations: 

• 1100 block of W. Diversey Avenue, on June 15, 2016 at 12:00 p.m. 

• 1000 block of W. Belmont Avenue, on June 15, 2016 at 12:30 p.m. 
  
About the Offender: 
There are two offenders: 
Offender#1 – Male black, between 35 - 40 years old, approximately 5'6" and 
weighing between 230 – 250 lbs. with a dark complexion. He was wearing a white T-
shirt and blue denim shorts. 
Offender#2 - Male black, between 30 - 35 years old, approximately 6'0" and 
weighing between 180 – 200 lbs. with a dark complexion and body piercings on his 
head and ears. He was wearing a black baseball hat and a blue polo shirt with white 
and blue horizontal stripes, and black pants. 
 
What you can do: 

• Be aware of this crime and alert nearby businesses. 

• Pay special attention to any suspicious groups loitering in the area. 

• Have and maintain a working surveillance system for your business. 

• Refrain from touching any area of your business where the offenders may have 
touched, or may have left an item behind. 

• Call 911 immediately and provide a detailed description of the offender(s) 
including any vehicle description and license plate information.
