ROBBERY 

001st District (Central)   
About the Crime: 
 
This alert gives notice to citizens residing in the 001st (Central) District of robbery 
related incidents during the month of June. In one incident, an offender demanded 
money from a citizen on the public way.  When the victim refused, the offender 
displayed a knife, forcing the victim to comply.  
 
In a separate incident, the offender took a cell phone from a victim and later 
threatened him with a knife. These incidents have occurred during daytime hours in 
the general geographical locations listed below: 
 
Incident times and locations: 
 

• 0-100 block of N. Canal St. on 26 June 2016 at 10:00 AM 

• 600 block of W. Harrison St. on 30 June 2016 at 6:10 PM

Similar descriptions of lone offender listed in following two reports. 
 

• HZ324063: Male, black, 27-30, 5'10, 175 lbs, Black afro style hair, dark 
complexion, tattoo on face, light blue N/D baseball hat, light blue shirt, white 
shorts, muddy boots. 
 

• HZ330286: Male, black, 18-25, 5'11, 170 lbs, dark complexion, blue baseball 
hat, blue and red jacket, tan shorts. 

 
What you can do:  
 

• Always be aware of your surroundings 

• Report suspicious activity immediately 

• If you are confronted by an assailant remain calm  

• Remember any unique physical characteristics (scars, limp, acne, teeth, etc.)  

• Never pursue a fleeing assailant, provide the information to the police 

• If approached by a witness to the incident, request contact information  

• Dial 9-1-1 immediately and remain on scene when possible
