About the Crime: 
This alert gives notice to two recent robberies that occurred within the boundaries of 
the 4th District (South Chicago). In these cases, the victims were walking at the listed 
locations when the offender approached and forcefully took their cellular phones. 

 
Incident times and locations: 
• 1900 block of E. 79th Street, Thursday September 1, 2016 at 7:35 PM 

• 7900 block of S. Jeffery Blvd., Tuesday, September 13, 2016 at 7:20 PM 
 

About the Offender: 
One, African American male described as being 20 to 30 years of age, 6'05" to 
6'07", and 240 to 260lbs. with a medium complexion and black hair worn in 
dreadlocks. 

 
What you can do: 
• If confronted by the offender, attempt to remain calm. 

• Be aware of your surroundings.  

• Avoid being distracted by your cellular device by prolonged texting or use of 
other applications while walking or using public transportation. 

• Keep records of cellular phones serial number 

• Install and enable cellular phone tracking applications that will assist in locating 
the device should it get taken. 

• Call 911 immediately and provide a detailed description of any suspicious people 
including any vehicle description and license plate information.
