About the Crime: 
This alert gives notice to citizens residing in the 011th District (Harrison) of two 
incidents that occurred on March 4th, 2017. In the first incident, the offender entered 
the residence through a bedroom window while the victims were sleeping. Upon the 
victims waking up, the offender went into the kitchen and fled through the kitchen 
door. In the second incident, the offender entered through a bedroom window and 
fondled the victim while she was sleeping. When the victim woke up, the offender 
struck the victim with a fist and then fled the scene on foot. Incident times and 
locations are listed below: 
 

• 4100 Block of W. West End Street on March 4, 2017 at 4:52 am. 

• 4300 Block of W. West End Street on March 4, 2017 at 5:15 am. 
 

About the Offenders: 
 

• Male black, black mask, black gloves, gray jacket 
  
What you can do:  
 

• Always be aware of your surroundings and lock doors and windows 

• Report suspicious activity immediately 

• If you confront an assailant remain calm  

• Remember any unique physical characteristics (ie., scars, limp, acne, teeth) 

• Never pursue a fleeing assailant, provide the information to the police 

• If approached by a witness to the incident, request contact information  

• Dial 9-1-1 immediately and remain on scene when possible
