Armed Robbery 
22nd District (Morgan Park) 

 
 

About the Crime: 
This alert gives notice of two recent Robbery incidents that have occurred within the 
boundaries of the 22nd District (Morgan Park) on beat 2233. In these cases, a male 
African American, between 30-40 years old approaches male senior citizens, in the 
area or 111th Parnell-Union.  The offender engages the senior victims in 
conversation, asking for change, or to use a phone. The offender then displayed a 
handgun demanding cash in one incident, in another incident; the offender pushed 
the senior down taking cash.  Incidents occur between 3:00pm-8:00pm.  The 
offender fled the area in a newer model dark colored SUV. 

 
Incident times and locations: 
• 500 Block of West 111th St, Tuesday August 22, 2017 

• 11100 Block of S. Lowe, Wednesday September 6th, 2017 
 

About the Offender: 
The offender was described to police as male, African American between 30-40 
years old.  Standing 5'10" tall, weighing 180-220lbs.  Subject was armed with a 
handgun. 

 
What you can do: 

• Walk with a friend or group when visiting an unfamiliar neighborhood. 

• If confronted by the offender, attempt to remain calm. 

• Keep tracking software and security locks on your cell phone. 

• Document serial numbers for your electronics and keep a record at your 
residence. 

• Never pursue a fleeing assailant, provide the information to police. 

• Be aware of your surroundings and walk in well-lit areas. 

• Call 911 immediately and provide a detailed description of any suspicious 
people including any vehicle description and license plate information.
