002nd District (Wentworth)  
 
About the Crime: 
This alert gives notice to citizens in the 002nd District (Wentworth) of robbery related 
incidents which have occurred during the month of October. In these incidents, 
unknown offender(s) approached the victims while the victims were in their parked 
vehicles, produced a weapon, and demanded the victim's personal property.  In two 
instances, the victims are approached in the hallway of their residence or apartment 
building.  The offenders then fled in a dark SUV or a white four door sedan, or a 
brown or black Kia Sportage.

P.M. 

• 5100 Block of S. Dorchester Ave. on October 14, 2017 between the times of 
11:40 and 11:50 P.M. 

• 4700 Block of S. Cottage Grove Ave. on October 16, 2017 @ approximately 
3:00 P.M. 

• 1400 Block of E. 55th Street on October 25, 2017 @ approximately 11:15 P.M. 

• 5000 Block of S. Champlain Ave @ approximately 12:30 A.M. 
 
About the Offenders: 

• Male(s), blacks, 18-35 years of age, between 5'08-6'02, 150-180 lbs., wearing 
black and white masks with skeleton ski masks and/or black mask with white 
skull bones.   

 
What you can do:  

• Always be aware of your surroundings 

• If you are confronted by an assailant remain calm  

• Remember any unique physical characteristics (scars, limp, acne, teeth, 
etc...)  

• Never pursue a fleeing assailant, provide the information to the police 

• If approached by a witness to the incident, request contact information
