About the Crime: 
This alert gives notice to residents in the 25th District (Grand Central) of recent 
robberies on beat 2534. In these incidents, one offender remained in a black vehicle 
waiting, while one or two offenders approached the victims near the alley. The 
offender displayed a firearm and demanded proceeds from the victims. The offender 
took cell phones from the victims. In both robberies one of the offenders went into 
the victim's pocket and removed the victim's wallet.   
 
Incident times and locations: 

• 1700 block of N. Kildare Ave on 31 May, 2019 at approximately 1:50 pm. 

• 4300 block of W. North Ave on 29 May, 2019 at approximately 8:57 pm. 
 
About the Offenders: 
Two to three male, African Americans, between 17 and 23 years of age, in one of 
the reports, two offenders are described as approximately six feet tall, between 140 
and 180 pounds.  
 

What you can do:  

• Always be aware of your surroundings 

• Report Suspicious activity immediately 

• If you are confronted by and assailant, remain calm 

• Remember any unique physical characteristics (i.e., scars, limp, acne, teeth, 
etc.) 

• Never pursue a fleeing assailant, provide the information to the police 

• If approached by a witness to the incident, request contact information
